February 2025: Club participation in Snowsport England On-snow Cross-Country

Instructors and 1 member becoming a Foundation Tutor (able to teach Level 1
instructors).

February-April 2025: Full roster of well-attended Telemark coaching sessions at Chill
Factor (now: Snow Centre Manchester) and rollerski coaching sessions at UCLan,
Preston, including 4 themed workshops (agility and balance, buying ski equipment,
injury prevention for skiers, preparing for the Northern Roll challenge).

July 2025: Club summer social involving walk round Tatton Park followed by a buffet
lunch at club committee member's home in Knutsford (12 participants); Coaching
conference for coaches/instructors in northern cross-country ski clubs held at UCLan,
Preston (15+ participants, 5 club coaches/instructors leading sessions).

August 2025: Club rollerskiers win the Northern Roll challenge series in both the Open
and Women'’s categories; Rollerski Proficiency Award assessment session held at UCLan,
Preston (12+ participants, 4 club coaches/instructors assessing).
